Nan Bakamjian has earned her Master’s degree in Traditional Chinese Medicine from the Academy of Chinese Culture and Health Sciences, and is licensed by the New York State Department of Education and the Medical Board of California as an acupuncturist. She is also a certified diplomate in acupuncture and Chinese herbology from the National Certification Commission for Acupuncture and Oriental Medicine.

The practice of acupuncture in New York State is defined as: the treatment by means of mechanical, thermal or electrical stimulation effected by the insertion of needles or by the application of heat, pressure or electrical stimulation at a point or combination of points on the surface of the body predetermined on the basis of the theory of the physiological interrelationship of body organs with an associated point or combination of points for diseases, disorders and dysfunctions of the body for the purpose of achieving a  therapeutic or prophylactic effect. 

Acupuncture is a safe method of treatment.  However, common and minor occurrences after treatment include, but are not limited to, bruising, small scab formation, numbness and distention near the needling site. Slight fatigue or dream-like state may also occur. Extremely rare side effects include, but are not limited to fainting, scarring, and infection.  Fainting commonly occurs if the patient has not eaten for several hours.  The risk of infection is very small when all needles are sterile.  Only sterile disposable (one time use) acupuncture needles are employed in this practice.  

The record of your treatment is confidential. Any request for a copy of your patient chart would require your written consent. 

I understand that treatment with acupuncture is no substitute for traditional Western medical treatment.  I understand that a medical ailment that requires Western treatment is outside the knowledge of the acupuncturist, whose diagnosis is based on patterns of Traditional Chinese Medicine.  Therefore, if I have any concern of a specific ailment I will consult with a licensed medical doctor.  I understand that Nan Bakamjian is not a medical doctor, and do not hold her responsible for medical treatment or diagnosis.
